Classroom Rules

1. Follow directions

2. Raise hand/ no yelling out

3. Keep hands/ feet to yourself

4. Treating each other kindly

5. No running inside

The class rules are continually referred to, especially in the first few weeks of school.  The expectation for each child is to try his/her best-no one is perfect( There are consequences for continual misbehavior.

Consequences

Verbal warnings are given for the first few infractions.

Continual verbal warnings...flip trying chart green to yellow; talk with the 

teacher about what happened and how to change behavior-5 minutes out of next activity.

After time-out, if behavior continues…flip trying chart yellow to red-10 

minutes out of next activity.

The daily folder will contain a sheet that will have a face that will be colored to reflect the trying chart.  

Severe Behavior Clause

When a student severely misbehaves (such as biting/hitting another student, causing physical or emotional harm to another child or teacher, or continuing to be disrespectful to a teacher)…the child will immediately be sent to the office.
